​17:22​
​Then Paul stood in front of the​
​Areopagus and said, "Athenians,​
​I see how extremely spiritual you​
​are in every way.​

​17:23​
​For as I went through the city and​
​looked carefully at the objects of​
​your worship, I found among​
​them an altar with the inscription,​
​'To an unknown god.' What​
​therefore you worship as​
​unknown, this I proclaim to you.​

​17:24​
​The God who made the world​
​and everything in it, he who is​
​Lord of heaven and earth, does​

​not live in shrines made by​
​human hands,​

​17:25​
​nor is he served by human​
​hands, as though he needed​
​anything, since he himself gives​
​to all mortals life and breath and​
​all things.​

​17:26​
​From one ancestor he made all​
​people to inhabit the whole earth,​
​and he allotted the times of their​
​existence and the boundaries of​
​the places where they would live,​

​so that they would search for God​
​and perhaps fumble about for him​

​Lord. Always be ready to make your​

​God waited patiently in the days of​
​Noah, during the building of the ark, in​
​which a few, that is, eight lives, were​
​saved through water.​

​And baptism, which this prefigured, now​
​saves you--not as a removal of dirt from​
​the body but as an appeal to God for a​
​good conscience, through the​
​resurrection of Jesus Christ,​

​3:22​
​who has gone into heaven and is at the​
​right hand of God, with angels,​
​authorities, and powers made subject to​
​him.​
